Of the Oklahoma Cooperative Circuit Engineering Districts Board 
Concerning the Implementation of the  
Emergency and Transportation Revolving Fund Program 
Approved 10/27/10 
 
 


I. Authority 
 


The Emergency and Transportation Revolving Fund Program (ETR) was created by HB 2381 
(creating Title 69 § 687.3), passed by the Second Session of the 51st State Legislature in May 
2008.  The legislation directed that rules and policies be adopted by the Oklahoma 
Cooperative Circuit Engineering Districts Board (OCCEDB) concerning the use of the ETR.  
The fund consists of a one time transfer of 25 million dollars originating from the Oklahoma 
Department of Transportation’s State Highway Construction and Maintenance Fund. 
 
 


II. Purpose 
 


The purpose of the ETR is to provide to Oklahoma County government financial flexibility for 
funding transportation projects by allowing Counties to begin construction on projects for 
which money has been committed but not received.  Thus, allowing projects to be completed 
sooner and at no additional cost to the County or the State. 
 
 


III. Distribution of Funds 
 


The 25 million dollars appropriated to the OCCEDB shall be divided among the eight Circuit 
Engineering Districts and will be segregated into separate subaccounts as follows:

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IV. Qualifications for ETR Funding 
 


 
A.  Any County in “good standing” may apply to the ETR for transportation project funding to 


the extent that funds are be available in its respective Circuit Engineering District (CED).   
B.  To be in “good standing”, a County must: 


1. Construct all projects with approved materials, standards or methods.  Appropriate 
standards are the County Roads Design Guidelines, County Bridge Standards or other 
CED approved standards or methods. 


2. Complete all projects and reimburse any and all ETR funds within one year of 
construction start date, unless an extension has been granted by the OCCEDB. 


3. Notify the respective CED and the OCCEDB of the construction start and completion 
date of each project and provide all supporting documentation as required by 
OCCEDB. 


4. Provide its CED and the OCCEDB before and after digital pictures of the project. 
5. Set up a special account under the T2 account to keep these ETR funds from co-


mingling with other funds. 
C. County Commissioners may only approve this contract agreement if they are proven to 


succeed themselves in office. During an election year Title 19 § 333(B) prohibits a county 
commissioner that is not seeking reelection or is defeated in any primary or general 
election or by any other manner, from approving new contracts.  The affective period is 
usually between June thru December of each election year (Title 26 § 5-110).  


 
 


V. Projects Eligible for Funding 
 


A.  Any type of transportation project that is on the County Highway System (Title 69 § 601). 
B.  All project types under the “County Built” program pursuant to Title 69 § 662 utilizing 


County Bridge and Road Improvement (CBRI) funds.  
C. Projects reimbursed by the Federal Emergency Management Administration (FEMA), 


Bridge Replacement (BR), Surface Transportation Program (STP), tribal funds, County 
Improvements for Roads and Bridges (Title 69 § 507). 


D.  A combination of any of the funding sources stated above. 
 
 


VI. Criteria and Priority for ETR Projects 
 


A. Priority. 
1. Restoring routes for emergency services such as fire and ambulance. 
2. Restoring routes for school buses and mail carriers. 
3. Restoring other routes. 
4. Prohibit loss of potential matching funds such as tribal, FEMA, ER, REAP, Lake 


Access, Industrial Access, etc.. 
5. Bridge projects based upon lowest existing load rating on Collector routes first then all 


other routes.  
6. Repairs/replacement to roads or bridges that are needed to maintain the viability and 


safety of the infrastructure. 
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B.  Criteria. In order to receive a distribution from the ETR a project shall: 
1. Meet all appropriate standards and guidelines; 
2. Have State and/or Federal money committed to the project; 
3. The County must have a satisfactory reimbursement history; 
4. Be a priority project as set forth in paragraph A. of this section; 
5. Meet all eligibility requirements set forth in Section V; 
6. The requesting County must comply with the Application Process in Section VII and, 


after approval, execute all necessary contracts or agreements with the OCCEDB; 
7. Satisfy and/or meet all federal, state, or local laws, regulations, and guidelines; and 


be the best use of ETR funds as determined by the OCCEDB. 
 


Based on applications submitted to the OCCEDB pursuant to the Section VII, at each 
meeting to approve the funding of projects, the highest priority projects in a CED will receive 
funding first.  If two or more counties in the same CED have a priority project on the same 
level, all the priority projects will be funded if there are sufficient funds.  If there are 
insufficient funds, the projects will be funded on a pro rata basis.   
 


  


VII. Application Process 
 


A.  Any Board of County Commissioners may make application to their CED for approval of 
the use of ETR funds for a transportation project. 


B. Along with the application the County shall submit to the CED and OCCEDB all 
documentation regarding the project including, but not limited to, a description, location, 
agreements, applications, resolutions, before and after construction pictures and other 
project information. 


C.  Each CED shall review the County applications and approve those that meet the 
approved OCCEDB criteria and are within their funding limit. The CED shall then submit 
to the OCCEDB a list of CED approved prioritized projects and provide the supporting 
documentation for each. 


D.  The OCCEDB shall review and have the final approval of all CED approved projects.   
E.  The Board of County Commissioners shall enter into a contract with the OCCEDB. 
F.  A CED may request additional funding from another CED.  If the other CED has funding 


available and agrees to the request, the CEDs shall enter into an agreement, which shall 
describe the project, any additional funding limitations, repayment terms and any other 
conditions that might apply.  Such agreement shall be executed by the President or other 
executive Board member of each CED by signing the agreement.  


G.  The OCCEDB shall submit a claim and a certificate from the OCCEDB stating that all the 
projects listed meet the requirements of state law and the rules adopted by the OCCEDB 
to the Office of State Finance for payment. 


H.  The Office of State Finance shall authorize payments to the counties from the monies 
held in the State Treasury in the ETR fund upon receipt of a completed claim form. 


I.  Upon completion of a project the CED shall verify that the project was constructed and 
completed according to an approved standard or method and notify the OCCEDB.  


J.  The CED shall provide all final documentation as requested by OCCEDB.  
K.  The County shall issue or cause to be issued repayment to the “State of Oklahoma ETR 


Fund” and send the warrant to the Office of State Finance.   
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L.  The Office of State Finance shall send monthly reports of warrants issued and 
repayments received for ETR fund to the OCCEDB.   


 
 


VIII. Reimbursement of funds 
 


A. The Emergency and Transportation Revolving fund may be reimbursed by any funding 
source or combination of funding sources approved by the Board of County 
Commissioners.   


B.  Payments may be made by the County over time or in a lump sum as long as balance is 
paid in full by due date or, if an extension is granted, by the extended due date. 


C.  No interest shall be charged for the County’s use of ETR funds. 
D. If a County chooses to reimburse the ETR fund by using County Bridge and Road 


Improvement (CBRI) funds, the project must comply to SB 2173. 
F.  The Contract Agreement shall automatically terminate and all funds reimbursed by the 


county to the Emergency and Transportation Revolving Fund, unless renewed in 
accordance with terms set forth below, at the end of the current fiscal year. 


G. A County may renew the Contract Agreement for additional terms not to exceed one fiscal 
year each, upon the same terms and conditions.  The exercise of any such option shall be 
accomplished the County signing and returning the Contract Agreement Renewal 
Resolution, furnished by OCCEDB, before the beginning of each Fiscal Year, to the CED 
board for its approval.  The resolution shall then be forwarded to OCCEDB for its 
approval.   


H.  If the County does not fulfill its obligations to comply with the repayment deadlines and/or 
amounts of any ETR funds borrowed, the OCCEDB will not consider future ETR funding 
requests from said County. 


 
 


IX. OCCEDB Responsibilities 
 


The OCCEDB shall: 
1.  Manage the ETR fund and all its’ subaccounts 
2. Incur all costs of managing and auditing the ETR fund. 
3. Coordinate and communicate with ODOT, CED’s, State Auditors’ office, State 


Treasurer’s Office and the Office of State Finance. 
4. Provide all auditing documentation to the State Auditors’ Office. 
5. Provide documentation for the Legislature. 








ETR PROCEDURES 
 


(ASSUMING ETR LOAN TO BE REPAID WITH CBRI FUNDS) 
 
 
 


 
1.      County prepares roadway or bridge ETR application. 
 
2.      County incorporates project into 5-yr plan.  The CBRI portion of the plan may have a 
negative balance no greater than the amount of the ETR loan. 
 
3.      County executes application, revised 5-yr plan and programming resolution at commission 
meeting. 
 
4.      County submits executed application, 5-yr plan, programming resolution and “before” 
pictures to CED. 
 
5.      Upon CED approval, CED forwards the resolution and 5-yr plan to James Pruett and the 
application and pictures to OCCEDB. 
 
6.      James programs the project. 
 
6.      OCCEDB forwards a contract to County. 
 
7.      County executes contract and returns it to OCCEDB. 
 
8.      OCCEDB issues check at its next board meeting. 
 
9.      County sets up and deposits ETR funds into a special account under the T2 account to 
keep these ETR funds from comingling with other funds. 
 
10.     Construction may begin. Construction methods must conform to County Roads Design 
Guidelines, County Bridge Standards or other CED approved standards or methods. 
 
11.     County notifies CED of construction completion (within one year of start date). 
 
12.     CED inspects project to confirm compliance with appropriate standards.   
 
13.     CED takes “after” pictures and forwards pictures to OCCEDB. 
 
14.     County submits 324a to James Pruett for reimbursement of ETR loan with CBRI funds.

This agreement made the day and year last written below, by and between the State of Oklahoma, Department of Transportation, hereinafter called the “DEPARTMENT”, and the Board of County Commissioners in and for Osage County, State of Oklahoma, hereinafter called the “COUNTY”, for the following intents and purposes, to wit:


WITNESSETH



Whereas, the parties hereto desire to provide for the construction of a county road beginning at Osage intersection and proceeding south and east towards Prue in order to service the people of the State of Oklahoma and the citizens and residents of said COUNTY; and



Whereas, the County Bridge and Road Improvement Act (69 O.S. Section 657 et seq. as amended) provides funds for construction of such roads; and



Whereas, the Oklahoma Transportation Commission has by official action approved the use of County Bridge and Road Improvement Funds for this project;




NOW THEREFORE, BE IT MUTUALLY UNDERSTOOD, COVENANTED, AND AGREED BY AND BETWEEN THE PARTIES HERETO, AS FOLLOWS:



(1)
That upon approval by the State Transportation Commission the COUNTY proposes to construct a project consisting of overlaying Prue Road, a major collector, with approximately 3” asphalt overlay with county-owned equipment and labor and re-striping of roadway beginning at Osage intersection and proceeding southeast towards Prue.


(2)
That prior to the DEPARTMENT authorizing work on said project, the COUNTY agrees to furnish without cost to the DEPARTMENT all rights-of-way needed for the construction of said project, free and clear of all obstructions and encumbrances of whatsoever nature, which would interfere with construction of the project, including but not limited to utility lines, poles, pipelines, buildings, signs, and other facilities above or below the surface of the ground.



(3)
The COUNTY agrees to defend the title in and to all such rights-of-way at the sole expense of the COUNTY: and the COUNTY hereby agrees to indemnify and save harmless the DEPARTMENT from any and all claims, demands, suits or causes of action, whether the same be at law or in equity, for damages or just compensation or otherwise, arising from or in any way connected with the COUNTY’s acquisition or failure to acquire said lands, or in any way arising from or connected with the construction of the project by the COUNTY upon said lands.


(4)
The COUNTY agrees to adjust or relocate or cause the adjustment or relocation, at the COUNTY’s sole expense, of all utility facilities as may be reasonably necessary or convenient to accommodate construction of the project.  The COUNTY shall be responsible for any cost incurred by the contractor due to unanticipated utility relocation.


(5)
That the COUNTY shall enact ordinances or regulations as may be necessary to provide for public safety and traffic control in all construction zones and shall, from county resources, provide all personnel and equipment necessary to enforce such ordinances or regulations.


(6)
That the COUNTY shall indemnify and save harmless the DEPARTMENT, its officers and employees, from any and all suits at law or in equity, or claims of any character brought by any person, persons, or property on account of the operations of the said COUNTY; or on account of or in consequence of any neglect in safeguarding the work; or through the use of unacceptable materials in constructing the work; or because of any act or omission, neglect or misconduct of the COUNTY, its officers, agents or employees; or from any claims or amounts arising of recovered under the Workmen’s Compensation Act, or any other law, ordinance, or decree.


(7)
That the COUNTY agrees to provide a detailed cost estimate of the proposed project including: description of personnel, hours, labor rates; description of COUNTY’s equipment, hours, rates; description of material, quantity, unit prices; and the total of all costs.  Said total cost not to exceed $275,000 with rates and unit prices subject to agreement.



(8)
That the COUNTY upon receipt of this fully executed agreement and a letter of authorization to proceed from the Construction Engineer of the DEPARTMENT shall initiate and construct the project in accordance with the plans, specifications and cost estimate developed for the project, which are attached and by this reference made a part of this Agreement.



(9)
That after construction of said project and the opening of same to traffic, the COUNTY hereby agrees to be responsible for and provide for all needed maintenance and repairs to keep the same in good and safe condition for the use and benefit of the traveling public.

WHEREAS, the County agrees that as a condition to receiving any federal financial assistance from the Department of Transportation, it will comply    with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, 78 Stat. 252, 42, U.S.C.     2000d-et seq., and all requirements imposed by or pursuant to Title 49, Code     of Federal Regulations, Department of Transportation, Subtitle A, Office of     the Secretary, Part 21, “Nondiscrimination of Federally-Assisted Programs of     the Department of Transportation-Effectuation of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act  of 1964”, and

WHEREAS, the County agrees to become jointly responsible with the   Department and the contractor as co-applicants for meeting all Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) requirements for storm water runoff from this       project.
